INACTIVE CATHOLICS

There are 17 million inactive Catholics in the U.S.A. They are our brothers, sisters, parents,
cousins, nephews, nieces, in-laws, spouses, co-workers, neighbors, friends. They ceased practicing
their faith for avariety of reasons: loss of faith, church laws, contemporary loose moralsin society,
indifference, neglect by fellow believers (lay persons, priests, and nuns), their laziness, changes
within the church, the scandal caused by the abuse of minors by some clergymen or church lay
leader, internal petty quarrels and bickering within parish groups, grief and guilt and confusion
after an abortion, slowly drifting away from the Catholic community, too busy with one’s work
and personal projects, feeling “embarrassed” because they have been away from the church for
along time. A significant number of inactive Catholics |eft the church because they divorced and
remarried outside the church. Many inactive Catholics have returned to the practice of their faith
simply because someone merely invited them to come to the church and to “try.”

LENTEN REGULATIONS

The church asks us to observe the following penitential practices during Lent. All Fridays:
abstinence from meat and meat products (applies to those 14 years of age and older). Ash
Wednesday, Good Friday (March 29): fast and abstinence (Applies to those between the ages of
18 - 59). Fasting involves: One moderate full meal, two very light meals for the purpose of
necessary nourishments. Persons experiencing health problems and receiving medical treatment
are asked to exercise good judgment and prudence when planning their Lenten penitentia practices.
The other Lenten penitential practice: almsgiving.

OUR LITURGY

Palm Sunday is the first day of Holy Week. It isalso called “Passion Sunday” because the Gospel
narrative of the Passion of our Lord isread. The first part of the liturgy for Palm Sunday recalls
Our Lord striumphal entry into Jerusalem (Mt 21, 1-11). This triumpha mood changes when the
Passion narrative is read, thus preparing us for the events commemorated later on during Holy
Week.

Holy Thursday commemorates the Last Supper, the institution, by Christ, of the Sacrament of the
Holy Eucharist and the institution, by Christ, of the Sacrament of the ordained priesthood. After
the service, hosts consecrated during the Holy Thursday mass are solemnly reserved in the tabernacle.
They are used for the clergy and the laity to receive communion on Good Friday.

Good Friday commemorates the anniversary of Christ’s death on the cross. No massiis celebrated
on this day, to express reverence for the historical sacrifice of Christ on the cross. Instead, the Good
Friday liturgy isa Scriptural service during which communion is distributed, using the extra hosts
consecrated on Holy Thursday.

Easter Vigil: the celebration of Christ’sresurrection isrooted in the traditions of the first generations
of Christianity. It is celebrated in the evening to recall that it was during the first dark hours of the
day, asthefirst day of the week (Sunday) began, that Christ’s resurrection happened (Mt 28,11).
For the parish it is also a blessed occasion to initiate the new adult members of our Universal
Catholic community. That isto say, during the Easter Vigil, the catechumens that have participated
inthe R.C.I.A. program will receive the Sacraments of Initiation: Baptism, First Communion, and
Confirmation. Then, the candidates who have already been baptized, will receive the sacraments
that they have not yet received (like confirmation). Note that the sacrament of confirmation is
ordinarily administered by the bishop. But he delegates pastors to administer this sacrament during
the Easter Vigil celebration.

A HOLY WEEK PRAYER

"At [the Garden of] Gethsemane [See Mk 14, 32-42] we will especially be one with those who
stagger beneath the burden of anxiety and loneliness. In meditating on the trial to which Jesus was
subjected, we will remember all who are persecuted for their faith and for the sake of justice. As
we go with Christ on the sorrowful way to Golgotha, we will aso raise our confident prayer for
those who are burdened in body and soul by the weight of evil and sin. At the supreme hour of the
sacrifice of the Son of God, let us confidently lay at the foot of the Cross the longing that dwells
in every heart: the desire for peace!" —Pope John Paul 11, his words on Holy Week, during his
