THE CHURCH BUILDING
"Just as the term Church refers to the living temple, God’s People, the term church also has been
used to describe ‘the building in which the Christian community gathers to hear the word of God,
to pray together, to receive the sacraments, and to celebrate the Eucharist.’ That building is both
the house of God on earth (domus Dei) and a house fit for the prayers of the saints (domus
ecclesiae). Such a house of prayer must be expressive of the presence of God and suited for the
celebration of the sacrifice of Christ, as well as reflective of the community that celebrates there."

OUR LADY
"The Church’s love of preference for the poor is wonderfully inscribed in Mary’s Magnificat. The
God of the Covenant, celebrated in the exultation of her spirit by the Virgin of Nazareth, is also
he who ‘has cast down the mighty from their thrones, and lifted up the lowly, . . . filled the hungry
with good things, sent the rich away empty, . . . scattered the proud-hearted . . and his mercy is
from age to age on those who fear him.’ Mary is deeply imbued with the spirit of the ‘poor of
Yahweh,’ who in the prayer of the Psalms awaited from God their salvation, placing all their trust
in him (Pss 25; 31; 35; 55). Mary truly proclaims the coming of the ‘Messiah of the poor’ (Is 11,
4; 61,1). Drawing from Mary’s heart, from the depth of her faith expressed in the words of the
Magnificat, the Church renews ever more effectively in herself the awareness that the truth about
God who saves, the truth about God who is the source of every gift, cannot be separated from the
manifestation of his love of preference for the poor and humble, that love which, celebrated in
the Magnificat, is later expressed in the words and works of Jesus." —Pope John Paul II, in his

Here's the
thing: It happen a split second before I stepped on it. The voice was not mine. I believe it was an
angel. I will always be grateful to the angel who spoke to me. Not just for the safety he or she
provided me at that moment, but for the faith that moment has instilled in me. And there is meaning
in that warning: "You should watch out for snakes."
